Like the EndoPure the unit is compact and easy to install being no bigger than a single three drawer filing cabinet. To feed the reprocessors the RO water recirculates at ambient temperature via a UV and 0.2 micron endotoxin filter to the points of use.

Thermal disinfection to 80 Deg C is achieved via a high efficiency emmersion heater for a minimum of 1 hour. To ensure efficiency of use disinfection can be run automatically at night via the PLC on board the Endopure. The Hot tank capacity is 150 litres. 
Features include a thermal initiation switch, thermal indication lamp and hygienic sample valves to validate and verify product water quality on out let. The distribution loop can be manufactured from 316L stainless steel or high purity PEX piping(cross linked polyethylene).
